Old Business:
 No old business to discuss
New Business:
1. The Brockman Development consists of six lots located in the Shuttle Hill Neighborhood.  The owners of the Brockman Development are looking for the MBMA to allow them to connect to the MBMA water lines, and for the MBMA to accept the main water line.  A motion was made by M. McAleer as follows:
“ MBMA to accept dedication of the water lines to properties within the Brockman Development of the Shuttle Hill Park Plan subject to approval by legal council, and Mr. Brochman will provide an easement for the water lines.”

This motion was seconded by J. Whitaker.  The motion passed with a vote was 4-0.

Entech/Tank Projects:

1. An update was provided on the T-Mobile lease negotiations by Robert Kerns and Jonathan DeWald.  Currently T-Mobile has agreed to the annual lease payments of $2,500 per month.  However, T-Mobile wants limit the reimbursement to the MBMA for costs related to their site visits/work to the tank at $7,500 annually.  
A motion was made by W. McPheron and seconded by M. McAleer as follows:  MBMA would charge T-Mobile a sum annually not to exceed $7,500 for expenses due to site visits by T-Mobile.  There would be an annual pricing escalation charge.  The motion passed with a vote of 4-0.
2. Phoenix has requested a 90-day time extension for completion of the new Kellogg’s tank.  Motion made by M. McAleer and seconded by J. Whitaker to allow this extension.  The motion passed with a vote of 4-0.

3. A second motion was make to extend the final completion date on the entire Kellogg Tank section of the project to June 2019 which includes removal of the old water tank.  The motion was made by J. Whitaker and seconded by M. McAleer.  The motion passed with a vote of 4-0. 
4. DN Tanks has submitted pay application #9 in the amount of $64,500.84.  A motion made by M. McAleer to submit this invoice for payment to PENNVEST.  The motion was seconded by W. McPheron.  The motion passed with a vote of 4-0.
5. A motion was made by J. Whitaker and seconded by M. McAleer to extend the completion date as need for the draining of the reservoir, and corresponding cleanup due to the weather.  The motion was passed by a vote of 4-0.

WBRA Items:
1. Eric Moore mentioned a current policy issue.  We have situations were houses are vacant and for sale.  The owners are requesting the water be turned on for inspections.  Once the inspection is completed, the owner has the water turned off.  This is happening as many as three to four times per property.  Eric is going to review how other water systems handle this situation.  We will discuss at the next meeting.
2. For 2019 Eric Moore informed the Board that the DEP will be inspecting the MBMA water system in the near future
3. Currently the old water tank at Kellogg’s is now off line.

4. Due to the higher water pressures there have been some water line breaks in the Quarry Road area.  The old lines in the area are a problem.  The MBMA should look at replacing these lines over the next three years.

5. We need to be looking at updating our MBMA rules and regulations.  Eric Moore will be looking at this in early 2019.

6. Eric Moore discussed reviewing expanding the MBMA water lines across Muncy Creek and along Route 405 toward Hughesville.  This would be an excellent opportunity to expand our customer base.  It was suggested to set a meeting with Muncy Creek Township Supervisors in early 2019 to open this topic.  Eric will try and set up a meeting in January.
